Rated as Very Good by the CRDOC Rioja. The vegetative cycle was marked by a 
devastating frost on April 28th and the draught all along the growing season. Fortunately, 
there were no other major incidents and the harvest started two weeks before the usual 
date. Los vinos muestran un carácter cálido, con notas de frutas maduras, grados de 
alcohol medios a elevados y buen potencial de guarda.

Winemaking process: Bleeding, fermentation and further aging in 500 and 225 liter used French oak barrels 
during 25 months.
